Photography & Videography Policy for
Dunmanway Agricultural Show 2025

Overview

The Dunmanway Agricultural Show is a public event held at Dromlena Lawn
(Racecourse), Dunmanway, on 6th July 2025. By attending, you acknowledge that you
may be photographed or filmed during the event.

Public Photography

e This eventtakes place in a public space, and attendees may capture
photographs or videos. By entering the venue, you consent to being
photographed and filmed.

e Ifyou do not wishto appearin photos or videos, please inform the photographer
directly. However, it cannot be guaranteed that you will not feature in the
background of images captured by the public.

Image Consent

We value privacy and personal rights in photography. By posing for a presentation
photograph or providing your name to the photographer, you indicate your consent for
your image to be published. In public areas, implied consentis generally assumed for
candid images. If you prefer not to be photographed, please notify the photographer. All
images used for promotional purposes will comply with applicable data protection
laws, ensuring respect for individual privacy.

Safeguarding Children and Young People

To protect children and young people, we recommend the following guidelines for
photographers at our show:

o« Parental Consent: Seek parental permission for close-up images or images of
small groups where children are recognizable.



¢ Information Sharing: Inform parents about how, where, and in what context
images may be used.

¢ Avoid Personal Information: Do not include full names or personal details
alongside images if publishing on websites or social media.

Responding to Concerns

All attendees should report any concerns regarding inappropriate or intrusive
photography to the Child Safeguarding Officer, Chairperson, or Secretary. A
safeguarding procedure is in place to address these issues.

Requesting Photo Removal

If you discover that a photograph featuring you has been published and you wish to
have it removed, please contact us at [Contact Information]. Include details such as the
location of the image and your contact information, and we will endeavor to have it
removed.

Official Photographers

e Designated official photographers are permitted to sell photographs taken
during the event. These photographers are recognized and employed by
Dunmanway Agricultural Show and have received prior approval. Official
photographers are listed in our show catalogue.

Photography in Main Rings and Arenas

e Accesstothe main rings and arenas for photography is restricted to authorized
personnel, official photographers, and accredited press photographers.

e Show members will also be taking photographs and videos on behalf of the show
for archival purposes.

e Ifyouwish to photograph family or friends in these areas, please seek prior
approval from the steward in charge.

Safe Practices When Photographing Animals

The safety and well-being of the animals at the show are of utmostimportance. When
photographing animals, please adhere to the following guidelines:

e No Flash Photography: Flash can startle animals and cause stress. Please
avoid using flash when taking photographs.

o Respect Animal Space: Maintain a safe distance and avoid causing distress to
the animals. Do not block paths or interfere with their handlers.
